It may be presented to a 
professional who has demonstrated leadership and incentive and has made significant contributions to CPRS 
and to the fields of parks, recreation and/ or human services.  Each agency in District IV may submit one 
nomination for the Distinguished Professional Award. Please review the selection criteria and complete the 
nomination form without the candidate’s knowledge.  You will need to make dinner reservations with the 
enclosed dinner flyer. 
 
 The honoree selected as the Distinguished Professional for 2007 will receive a plaque at the Annual 
Awards and Volunteer Recognition Dinner scheduled for Thursday, February 8th, 2007.  Agencies 
submitting nominations will be notified by January 25th, 2008 of the selection committee’s decision in 
order for agencies to coordinate arrangements for the dinner.  If the candidate you nominate is not selected 
as the 2007 Distinguished Professional, payment will be returned to the appropriate agency.

·  Completed application (See below) 
·  One or two digital pictures in .jpg, on a disk, of your volunteers or sponsors for the presentation 
·  Payment of $45.00 per plaque.  Checks should be made out to:  CPRS District IV 
·  Dinner reservations for those being recognized, their family members and/or members of your agency,

3. Typical contributions of the successful candidate might include, but are not limited, to the following 

areas:  
a) Significant contributions through CPRS District IV committee work over a period of two or three 

years. 
b) Active support of CPRS or services in local, state, or national professional groups, thereby 

furthering the cause of the profession. 
c) Research, design or development of programs and facilities that have had a significant impact in 

providing leisure opportunities on a district, statewide and/or national level.
